     The puppy brought in by the gringa hippy has no fleas and skin has healed. We also wormed her and gave a small dose of ivermectina. She will get a shampoo today and tomorrow to the prospective new owner.  I think she will be beautiful after the shampoo. Hope it works. 

     I will also go to Carol's and take pictures of Ricky that was returned to the street.  I may have a home for Ricky also.  But this is a maybe so I would like to get his picture on the internet.  He is such a lover.

     I have been to Danny's Bodegas and gave another shot of ivermectina to Peggy.  She is so happy to have a home.  She has more hair everyday.

     I have been following up on animals and all OK.  Several neighbors to people who had dogs sterilized asked if they could also get their dogs sterilized.   I asked them to call me just before the Lo de Marcos clinic.
