The Continuing Story of Muffin:  the determined little dog who wants to walk, run and play like all the other doggies she meets. [image: image2]
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Muffin was originally called ‘Foca” the Spanish word for seal as her legs splayed out like a seal’s fin but useless for walking.
Muffin is a maltese/poodle who at just weeks old arrived at our shelter.  It soon became apparent that she had major problems with her hind legs as she could only drag herself by using her two front legs.  When we took her for X-Rays, we discovered that she has no joints in her hips or knees, probably as a result of a genetic defect.  
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So along came wonderful Sarah, with a background in education and in particular, working with challenged children.  Determined to help Muffin, Sarah designed this little wheelchair to help Muffin develop enough muscles to eventually use her hind legs to walk. The back straps support her weight helping her move her legs along with her front ones. 
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Three weeks later, Sarah wrote:

Well Muffin doesn't stop amazing me....I carried her up front this morning while turning off the lights.  I put her down (no wheelchair) and just started walking back to the casita along with all the rest of my gang of dogs.  Muffin popped up and galloped as fast as all the rest of us all the way back to the casita, up her special ramp and into the casita ready for breakfast!!!!!  I wasn't even sure that I could set this as a goal for her!  New goal now.  A round trip of her walking /galloping the entire ROUND TRIP TO THE FRONT DOOR AND BACK.  Just a little bit ago, I heard this noise and up the ramp comes Muffin.  I didn't know that she went OUT!  She's getting independent!

Four and a half weeks later, Sarah wrote:

THE AMAZING MS MUFFIN has this morning been out in the yard and back in by way of her ramps AND  she has walked, galloped and sniffed her way all the way to the front door AND BACK......NO WHEELCHAIR FOR HER!!!!!  She also hit 3 for 3 newspapers put out for her during the night...and a few other spots as well
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Muffin is up for adoption if you know anyone with a HUGE heart!

Animals for Adoption:
Our tiny shelter is full and we need help finding homes for the following animals.  We also have sterilized cats and kittens!
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Hersey Bar is a beautiful female 1.5 yr. old boxer who saved her family and herself from the jaws of a crocodile.  While fighting to pull her head out of the mouth of this reptile, she was breathing the foul air deep inside its mouth.  As a result, she developed a serious lung infection.  Against all advice from vets to put her down, JBAR decided to fight for her life.  With Sarah and Jessica’s help, we have won.  Hersey Bar is a loving, quiet, non-barking and well-socialized dog.  She would make a wonderful pet.
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This little neutered male is approximately 8 months old.  He is very

playful and full of life!
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Paloma is a very calm, quiet poodle mix.  She does not bark and only wishes

to lie quietly at the feet of someone who loves her.  Paloma would be

perfect for an older person who wishes companionship.  Paloma is 

approximately 4 years old and has been spayed.  
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Little Sombrita was thrown away because she was pregnant. She will soon be fixed and hoping for a new forever friend. This young Cocker mix, 1-2 years old is gentle, small & loving.
